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University on a permanent basis or have run successfully for at
least 5 years. The basis on which the amount of grants is calou-
lated is generally one-fourth of the total cost on teacher’s salary,
provident fund and dearness allowance. Such colleges, however,
as were in receipt of grants-in-aid from Government prior to the
control of the University, have been granted aid by -the University
to .the same extent and in a few cases with an extra amount

added to it. ‘

the basis of grants on teacher salary, dearness allowance and proyi-
dent fund naturally takes into account all these factors. IR
