CRIMES IN KISHANGANJ,

282. Shri ANATH KANTA BASU: Will the Chief Minister be
pleased to state— oo

(a) whether it is a fact that dacoities, thefts and cattle lifting
are rampant in Kishanganj Subdivision especially in Bahadurganj
and border thanas such as Goalpokhar, Chopre, Islampur, Thakur-
ganj of the area as a result of which the people of these localities
have become panioky ; . :

(b) if the answer to clause (z) be in the affirmative, what steps
Government are taking -or going to take for the protection of the
people there ;.

(c) whether it is a fact that dacoities and cattle lifting cases are
done by outside elements who come in arms even in moonlit night
and do the mischief ; , :

(@) do Government _contemplate-'to issue gun liconse more
liberally to these local people for their protection ?

Shri KRISHNA BALLABH SAHAY: (2) A statement showing
cases of dacoity, theft and cattle liftirg of Bahadurganj, Chorre,
Islampur, Goalpokbar and Thakurganj P.-Ss. for the period {rom
January, 1952 to March 1953 is placed on the table. '

Due to the misuse of firearms by criminels from Pakistan in a
Teragachh P.-S. case of December, 1962 the people of that locality
‘had become panioky. Recently a little nervousness has been shown
in Bahadurganj P.-S. There is no panic in their other P.-Ss. '

(b) Intensive armed patrolling and batch patrolling are conti-
nuing. A Section of M. M. P. has also been deputed. Village
Defence Force is being raised in different villages of each P.-S.  Two
Sections of additional force have been deputed for Bahadurganj P.-S.
To control the situation the A. S. P., Kishurganj is goirg to make
his headquarters at Bahadurganj for some days.

(¢) The reply is in the affirmaetive. After the arrest of a number
of Pakistan Criminals and Imamdi Mian’s gang members, the acti-
vities of foréign criminals have been reduced to a great extent. -
